The easiest and most convenient way to fundraise is by setting up a personal online fundraising page. 
Step by Step guide to building a justgiving fundraising page:

In just a few minutes you can build your own fundraising page and approach your supporters to sponsor you by emailing around the unique link to your webpage. Please follow the simple steps below:

1. Go to the justgiving website: www.justgiving.com/sharecommunity 
2. Click ‘Make Your Page’

3. Create your account
4. Your can then create your own fundraising page

5. Personalise your page 

6. Email the link to all your friends! 

Top tips to maximise online fundraising:

· Personalise your page with pictures 

· Why not print your online fundraising page URL onto business cards and then hand them out to everyone you meet!

· Put the link to your online fundraising page on to your email footer or facebook status

· Update your page frequently so your supporters can keep track of how your training and fundraising is going 

· Email the link out to your friends and family more than once so they don’t forget to sponsor you! 

Fundraising ideas

As well as asking your friends and family to sponsor you, there are a number of other ways that you can raise money. Please see below a few fundraising ideas: 

· Organise a quiz night, coffee morning, dinner party or BBQ and ask for a donation 

· Car washing and dog walking – offer to take your neighbour’s dog for a walk or wash their car for a small donation

· Supermarket bag pack – ask permission and don’t forget the collection tin!

· Car boot sale – have a good old clear out and raise money  

· Sweepstake – ask your friends, family and colleagues to donate £1 and guess how long it will take you to run the marathon – the closest person wins a bottle of wine!

· Smarty tube challenge - treat 5 of your friends to a tube of Smarties, but in return, ask them to fill the tube with £1 coins.  
Fundraising at work

· Non uniform day – ask your colleagues to donate £1 for wearing whatever they want for a day!

· Cake sale – bake some yummy cakes and sell them in your office 

· Auction yourself off as a slave for the day to one of your colleagues.

· Make the tea for everyone in your workplace all day - but for a price!

Match Giving – don’t forget to find out whether your company offers a match giving scheme. Many companies will offer to match £ for £ whatever you raise! If they don’t then they might consider supporting you with a donation instead. 

Gift Aid
Use Gift Aid and you can make your donation worth more to SHARE Community. 

For every £1 that is donated, your charity can claim an extra 28 pence from the Inland Revenue*, which will make a huge difference to them and it doesn’t cost you a thing!

*To qualify for Gift Aid, you must pay as much in income tax or capital gains tax as we will claim in the tax year.  If you are a higher rate tax payer you can claim tax relief at 18% of the gross donation by including the donation in your annual tax return.
